Meeting of the Water Resources Subcommittee, 6:00 PM (upstairs conf. room in Town House)

Meeting comes to order at 6:00 PM

George has prepared data for aquifer protection district--he presents a handout entitled "Aquifer Protection Zoning."

Liz distributes a preliminary draft/mock-up of the Foreword to be included in the report to the Master Plan Steering Committee at the end of the month.

Ed Betz and Dick Reynells must leave early so we bypass a discussion of the March 24 minutes and move directly to a brief discussion of the charge of the Master Plan Steering Committee. We have heard that the Open Space Committee will present their information in a format which we should emulate. We are not sure what that format might be. We discuss our material, and wonder if the kind of information we will be presenting will fit the Open Space format. We think it might not. We resolve to do our best to supply whatever is wanted of us in the best format we can devise, and on time.

Richard reminds us that the MPS will want to know the issues we will be considering, but does not yet want our recommendations. We look at the MacCartney Report, which will be the basis of our report, and we divide the chapters as per the fields of study/effort we have already chosen. Richard asks that everyone develop a paragraph or so (at least a

paragraph) for delivery on April 30.

Ed will do a description of the infrastructure and an assessment of growth. Rick will do groundwater and potential threats to the water resources Jason has already done the surface water Liz is doing the foreward, the draft of which she presented today. Dick Freeman is working on the well study. He has tried to relate the depth of each well to sea-level, but has not yet managed to do this. George and John will work on Chapter 7, Existing Programs and Policies.

We decide to have a work session on April 23 at 6:00, at which time we will attempt to put some of this together. Liz will ask Pam to find a room for us.

Ed has to leave (at 6:30)

We discuss very briefly the merits of educating the public about testing their wells from time to time--right now, a well is tested only when the house is sold. We also discuss providing public education for septic field maintenance.

We vote affirmatively to accept the minutes of last meeting, March 24. Rick moves to accept, Dick Freeman seconds, we vote unanimously.

We vote to adjourn at 7:00 PM. (Rick moves, Liz seconds, the vote is

unanimous.)
