Chair Thomas calls the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.

Chair Thomas appoints Dick Freeman to be Vice-Chair of the Water Resources Subcommittee.  There are no objections from the members.

Chair Thomas reminds the members that the final draft of the minutes from each meeting needs to be submitted to Pam Crook.

Several minor changes are made to the minutes of November 4th.

Mr. Pendleton moves to accept the minutes of November 4 as amended.  Mr. Freeman seconds.  The minutes are accepted unanimously.

Chair Thomas notes that several members have not yet submitted a bio/CV/resume to the subcommittee.  All members are requested to submit one as soon as possible.

Mr. Betz gave a presentation on Peterborough’s wastewater treatment facilities.  Each member was given excerpts from a report submitted to the Town in May 2002 by the engineering firm of Woodard & Curran, whom recently conducted an evaluation of the Town’s wastewater treatment facilities.

The Woodard & Curran report recommends three alternatives for the upgrading of the Peterborough WWTF:


&#8226; Upgrade the lagoons and discharge to rapid infiltration basins.


&#8226; Activated sludge with discharge to the Contoocook River.


&#8226; Sequencing batch reactors with discharge to the Contoocook River.

The members had a brief discussion of the Whitman & Howard report (1985) and the MacCartney report (1993).  Ed Betz will provide the necessary information to update these reports.

A discussion of the South Well followed.  There are tentative plans to bring the South Well back on-line.

A tentative agenda for the next meeting (December 2nd) was set.  Once completed, Chair Thomas will send a copy to each member via email.
The meeting was adjourned at 7:05 p.m. on a motion by Mr. Reynells, seconded by Mr. Freeman.
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
