Called to order 5:35pm, 01 August 2011

Present: Randy Brown, Sharon Monahan, Rodney Bartlett-Dept. Public Works liaison, Beth Alpaugh-Cote, Kevin Goohs.

Review June 13th minutes and vote on them. Beth moved they be accepted with correction to the CIC, Randy seconded and all approved.

Beth confirmed BOS voted Sharon on to the WRAC. Beth asked if she had been sworn in. Sharon will follow up on doing that. [Beth asked Kevin also, he will take care of that.]

Also Pine Ridge catch basins were painted successfully the 2nd of July by Randy, Jim, Kevin and Beth.

Kevin arrived at 5:56pm during the dam discussion.

Update on the Transcript Dam from Rodney and any related news. The dam is eroding at both the Eastern and Western ends as well as developing whirlpools in the center that are sending water through holes in the concrete and out through the stick and stone core. The dam will breach on its own in about 5 years if nothing is done.  There may be funds available to help pay for breaching the dam and restructuring the river banks and the river canal. The cost to ‘repair’ the dam will be solely the town’s, plus the on going maintenance costs.
If the dam is breached the river canal will need to be dredged and the silt will be used to rebuild the river banks and create a flat land for spring floods. Portions of the dam can remain as historical markers.
If the dam is repaired it will need to compliment the work being done on the retaining wall to the East and the chases under the bank building to the West.
The town owns the land on both sides of the Contoocook River from the bridge to the junction with the Nubanusit River where most of the rebuilding will occur.
Beth asked about the Hoyle Tanner & Assoc. report and Rodney said it is a draft and he expects the final to be back late September or early October. The WRAC will be working with Rodney etal to hold informational hearings regarding the dam project. It was decided we will use our 12 September meeting to plan the first hearing that will be held the 26th of Sept.. Rodney will arrange for a reporter from the paper to attend. Kevin suggested a site visit to see the dam and its condition on the 12th. All agreed it is a good idea. Rodney said the BOS would make the final decision to breach or repair. Beth will email the Hoyle Tanner Draft to Kevin and Sharon.

Randy asked if there was any Old Business, then New Business. As there was none it was moved we adjourn to next WRAC meeting the 12th of September 2011 and all approved.
