Water Resource Advisory Committee Minutes of 03 October 2011

Called to order 5:38pm

Present: Jim Orr, Kevin Goohs, Beth Alpaugh-Cote –Secy., Sharon Monahan as Acting Chairman, Randy Brown, Rodney Bartlett-Dept. Public Works liaison,

A. Review the Sept. minutes - Jim moved they be accepted as written, Kevin seconded, All approved.

Rodney was not immediately available so Beth suggested to Sharon we jump to the next topic:
 
C. The Monadnock Country Club (MCC) offer to the town. 
Jim reported on the meeting that was held in September regarding the financial situation of the MCC and their interest in giving the town first refusal to purchase the MCC. We discussed the pros and cons but focused on the protection of the aquifers down hill from the MCC. Jim made a motion to put before the Board of Selectmen (BOS), Randy seconded it and we discussed it. The wording was an issue, and Kevin moved the word ‘further’ be struck, Randy seconded that and we voted 2 to accept it, 3 not to accept it. We went back the original wording and voted 2 for the motion and 3 against (the wording). After a little more discussion Jim had to leave. 6:30pm. We returned to the topic and Beth suggested the wording be changed as that was the only objection.

The motion was changed to: 

I move that the Water Resources Advisory committee make a suggestion to the Board of Selectmen, if and when the town assumes ownership of the Monadnock Country Club the town will, prior to any other action, protect the land in the interest of avoiding a negative impact on the water quality of the aquifer on Summer Street. Randy seconded this, all voted for the motion.

Beth offered to write up the letter to send to the BOS. After sending it to the committee to okay the letter will be emailed to Nicole to put in the BOS packets for reading. [The letter was approved and sent to Nicole. She got it onto the consent agenda for 01 November. (per Nicole’s email of 17 Oct.)]

B. Rodney spoke about the retaining wall and bridge project related to the dam. There will be a meeting Thursday the 6th. The current plan puts funds out into 2016 or 2017. Due to the other meetings the Transcript Dam session will not be until January 2012 most likely.  Randy asked if the bridge would last that long. Rodney said they will be doing testing in the Spring of 2012. 

D. Beth asked if there was interest in the CD ‘Tapped’, about water in towns being pumped by bottling companies. Francie Von Mertens loaned us a copy. None of us has seen it so Beth offered to pass it around before the next meeting. In November we will discuss how to go about getting people interested and how to promote the film to town committees etc. A woman from Barnstead came to an earlier showing at the library to talk about how they stopped the pumping. 

As it was getting late Beth moved we adjourn, it was seconded, and 3 approved. We adjourned at 6:43pm. Next meeting will be the 7th of November.
