July's minutes were approved.

Conservation Commission members lifted the bridge over Wallace Brook that an ice-dam had dislodged, re-positioning it back in place.

Assessing the campfire circle with seating located close to the bridge area, members agreed after discussion to notify the town fire department—given the apparent frequent use of the fire pit. Fire department jurisdiction seemed the more relevant one.
Woody Wood agreed to contact the fire department.
Assessing the pond in the Cheney Avenue field, and the feasibility of dredging it to reestablish it as a neighborhood skating pond, after discussion it was agreed that given the wet meadow classification of an area far greater than the intended skating area, there would be considerable and unavoidable disturbance well beyond the skating area; and that the permitting process with the state would be onerous and would require Conservation Commission endorsement of the project—an endorsement ConCom members were not comfortable with.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m. in fading daylight. The next scheduled meeting is September 20 with conservation easement monitoring the focus of the meeting.                                                          
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
