Boundary marking
After discussion, Francie Von Mertens moved and John Patterson seconded:
	That the Conservation Commission hire Swift Corwin to flag boundaries of
	the town-owned Kane, Burke Road, and Tom Kennan/former Kingery property. 

The motion passed. Boundaries are to be flagged as well as marked with metal "Town of Peterborough Conservation Land" tags.

Easements 
Swift recommended automating conservation easement files similar to the Forest Society's system. He will contact Leah Hart at the Forest Society to determine what that process is, and what program is needed; and keep Fash in the conversation.

Easement infraction
Swift met with the Sunapee Bank's property manager and Rodney Bartlett, and reported that the encroaching materials have been removed from the conservation easement property.

Fremont Field culvert
Francie Von Mertens reported a collapsed corrugated steel culvert at the Fremont Field. Matt will inspect with Rodney Bartlett to determine next steps, how best to minimize disturbance in its replacement, and what wetland permitting is required.

Recycling Center advisory committee
Continued brainstorming about how to minimize waste stream at the RC, specifically positive PR about reusable water bottles, and composting rather than adding kitchen scraps to trash.

Other
Possible workgang discussed for July or August meeting. Ideas welcomed.
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
