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 ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

Chair Stewart called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. “Good evening” he said “this is the April stated meeting of the Zoning Board of Adjustment. I am Jim Stewart and I am the Chair.” Chair Stewart went on to introduce the members and staff.

Case No. 1212:
Chair Stewart then read the application: “Case No. 1212 Native Construction, LLC is requesting a Special Exception to build a 300 square-foot accessory structure in the Shoreland Conservation Zone. The property is located at 88 Hunt Road, Parcel No. U001-010-000, in the Family and Rural Districts.”

Chair Stewart looked up and said “this is a continuation from the March meeting when we did not have a 5-member Board. In that event the Rules of Procedure state the applicant will be given the option of continuing the hearing.” He went on to say “we had four members then and we have four members again this evening.”

After a brief discussion applicant Tom Rosswaag opted to continue the meeting once again. A motion was made/seconded (Stewart/LaRoche) to continue the meeting to Wednesday, April 15, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. with all in favor.

Chair Stewart thanked the applicant for his understanding noting “we need to talk about fixing this.”

Rules of Procedure:

Chair Stewart reviewed his email conversation with Town Council regarding the governing rules associated with changes to the Rules of Procedure. He specifically asked about the procedure for making changes, postings, public hearings and time frames. He noted the Attorney suggested he look at RSA 676:1 “and according to this regulation (Method of Adopting Rules of Procedures) “local land use Boards shall adopt rules of procedure concerning the method of conducting its business. Rules of procedure shall be adopted at a regular meeting of the Board and shall be placed on file with the town for public inspection.” He told the members, “so we can address the rules under Other Business.” Mr. LaRoche asked “does it have to be noticed specifically?” Chair Stewart replied “no.”

Chair Stewart then addressed their problem with full member Board attendance. He told the members town council recommended the Board make reasonable efforts to accommodate applicants “in no longer than two meetings or 60 days.” Chair Stewart suggested the Board revise their rules to reflect that effort “otherwise this could go on forever the old way.”

A motion was made/seconded (Stewart/Monahan) to revise the Rules of Procedure to state the Board will make reasonable efforts to continue the meeting to a date when five members/alternates can be seated, but such continues shall not exceed the lesser of two proposed meeting dates or 60 days with all in favor. 
Updated ZBA Application:
Chair Stewart noted “we have been reviewing this for several months.” He reviewed the two small changes suggested at the last meeting and asked Code enforcement Officer Dario Carrara how he felt about it. “Is it more than the old application? Less than it? Equal?” he asked Mr. Carrara replied he thought it was an improvement to the old application and was fine with it. 
A motion was made/seconded (LaRoche/Monahan) to adopt the new ZBA Application form with all in favor. 

The meeting adjourned at 7:13 p.m.
