Suggestions: 
Stewardship: 
Land conservation brings with it responsibilities and challenges of caring after a property becomes town conservation land. This includes combatting invasive plants – and the brochure on local invasives for landowners and volunteers.
Outreach: 
Greatly increased web presence highlighting benefits of open space; methods of land with local stories to illustrate each; trails, including an updated trails guide.
With a look ahead: Continuing outreach to landowners and general public.

Fremont conservation land map
Francie Von Mertens will change the trail map to clearly indicate boundary with abutting Monahon property.

Update
-Ed Henault placed orange hunting season signs at various trailheads as well as orange vests that could be borrowed for a hike and returned as needed. Von Mertens witnessed a hiker at Fremont using the vest as well as picking up after her three dogs each of whom left deposits the first 50 yards from the parking area. That is new behavior since the town law was enacted that people walking dogs must carry baggies and use them.
