Chair Henault welcomed Peter Cross and thanked him for his interest in the Open Space Committee. 

He gave a brief overview of the OSC charge from the select board and a few major projects, including ranking parcels larger than 25 acres following an established set of natural resource criteria, and outreach to landowners of properties with high conservation value; establishing town funding for land conservation; three calendar projects as part of education and outreach to townspeople about the importance of land conservation.

Mr. Cross spoke to his interest in the natural world, and some of his professional background.

Other townspeople have expressed an interest in joining the OSC but the Tuesday meeting time does not work for them. Meeting time will be changed accordingly, and in the meantime two candidates (Drogy and Carr) will meet informally with OSC members in September.

The "Welcome to Duffy's Woods" sign was approved, subject to cost estimate.

Reminder: Monadnock Conservancy annual meeting is August 23, 9 a.m., Peterborough Town House.

The group adjourned for a walkabout of the Hayashi property purchased as permanent open space by the Harris Center with Peterborough town funding assistance. The group found the trail to Nubanusit Brook impassable owing to tree/shrub growth since its site visit five years ago. The Harris Center plans to open the land for public access in the fall with a celebration, and trail work will be done by that time. The trail will be added to the Conservation Commission's Trail Guide, due to be updated.

The next meeting of the Open Space Committee will be Monday, September 15 at 5 p.m., a change from the usual second Tuesday time.
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
