Vernal pool project

John Patterson said the project was going well, with a wrap-up gathering planned for June. Matt Lundsted suggested PR and other educational outreach about wetlands/vernal pools be ongoing.
Walcott field

Francie Von Mertens said the Walcott blueberry field needs tending as woody growth is taking over the field and the blueberry shrubs need pruning and perhaps culling to ease regular mowing.


Swift Corwin volunteered to steward the field, working with abutter Melissa Stephenson.

Route 202 Contoocook River bridge

ConCom comment was invited by CEI and the state DOT regarding rehabbing the Route 101/202 bridge. Matt Lunsted said it's to be widened 13 feet on the upstream side with some shoreland impacts. An informational meeting is next Thursday at 7.
Other

It was noted the Agway compost pile remains in the wetland buffer.

Rodney Bartlett will be meeting with Hansul Gravel to discuss final sloping.

Von Mertens said the Open Space Committee is looking for new members, and requested ConCom suggestions.

GAR building sale
The Conservation Commission's letter of comment regarding sale of the town's GAR building is due June 1. The meeting continued at that site. Commission concerns: that the steep bank to the north remain vegetated both as Nubanusit Brook buffer and bank stabilizer; that the proposed garage be limited in size given proximity to Brook and location in the Shoreland Conservation Zone; that lacking a concept plan indicating proposed access and garage make it difficult to offer comment about the sale to the Select Board.


Members will meet with Rodney Bartlett to gain further information.
