The neighborhood gathering co-hosted with Sunnyfield Farm and Crotched Mountain Rehab is April 17, 7 p.m.  Before invitations go out, Francie Von Mertens will confirm with Crotched Mountain that the easement process has been launched with the Harris Center so that concrete news can be passed along—in addition to news of Otter Brook Farm I and II conservation easements and trail network open to all.

Other

Debby Kaiser passed along a recommendation from the Heritage Commission that a conservation easement be pursued on the "Hall property."  Von Mertens explained that the land was conserved by town planner Peter Ryner independent of the Conservation Commission primarily out of his concern for floodplain protection; and that it didn't necessarily conform to the Open Space Committee's priority criteria.  Further discussion was planned.
