I  Minutes – Traffic & Transportation Subcommittee Meeting – July 8th

Three of the four requests for "further data and/or conclusions" requested by the Master Plan Steering Committee have been sent to Carol Ogilvie.  These include mileage information on page 3, scenic roads listing and synopsis of 101 and 202 corridor studies.  Andy is working on completing the alternative modes of transportation section.
