Wetland/shoreland permitting
Chris Guida, wetland scientist with Fieldstone Land Consultants, presented for Native Construction plans for a 6'X40' dock and a 15'X20' accessory building/cabana on Hunt Road on the Contoocook River one property upstream from the Rte 202 dam. 

After discussion of the dock, and minimal disturbance required, members voted on a motion by Von Mertens, seconded by Wood:
         
"Move to approve signing the Permit by Notification for a seasonal dock."

Co-chair Patterson signed the permit copies.

Mr. Guida will return to the Conservation Commission at a later meeting for the shoreland/wetland permitting process for the accessory building when it's been confirmed which town code sections are relevant for the permit.

Preliminary information offered:
	No trees will be cut for the project.
The accessory building is set back 25 feet from the river.
It is within the floodplain, and will likely be anchored and will rest on blocks so 
that water can pass underneath. 

There was discussion of a joint ZBA/Conservation Commission site visit before the ZBA March 9 meeting as an efficient way to expedite the process.

Private Well Testing for Arsenic
Nichols updated the ConCom on progress she, Von Mertens, Patterson and Wood have made as a ConCom subcommittee working with the town's Water Resources Advisory Committee in consultation with Pam Brenner and Rodney Bartlett.
To better learn the testing process, ConCom and WRAC are recruiting members and others interested who are on private wells to test them for arsenic as a pilot project.
Test kits from the state lab in Concord will be provided by the WRAC.
Costs and process involved with testing through private labs also was discussed with information provided by Swift Corwin and Bryn Dumas.
A draft flyer was discussed and changes recommended; and a timeline for rolling out the project to townspeople.
The ConCom Arsenic Gang of Four is researching treatment options and costs (whole house vs. point of use).
	Questions raised but not answered: Where does arsenic trapped in a home filter go? Is bottled water tested for arsenic? Does pumping arsenic up along with water from bedrock wells increase arsenic infiltration of soils and shallow (not bedrock) aquifers?
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
