[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the Peterborough Conservation Commission Meeting
August 21, 2014, Teixeira Park, Peterborough, 6:00 p.m.

The Conservation Commission held a working meeting at the western end of Teixeira Park on Union Street to remove a large patch of invasive Japanese Knotweed. All of the cuttings were bagged and removed to the recycling center by Woody Wood as recommended when disposing of invasives. 

This is an experimental patch done with the cooperation of the Parks Committee and Department of Public Works. The Parks Committee and DPW plans to cut autumn olive trees in the park, and address other invasive plants in consultation with the Conservation Commission.

The plan is to cut the knotweed patch again in spring 2015 after full leaf-out to further weaken the plants, cover the patch with plastic and then mulch. Signs and general PR will explain the test plot.

The Conservation Commission is reluctant to recommend herbicides as a treatment for invasives, and this test plot is intended to determine alternative treatment.
