September minutes were approved.

Contoocook-North Branch Rivers Advisory Committee dues
Matt Lundsted described CNBRAC projects and purview. Members approved $500 contribution to those efforts, reflecting the ConCom's expanded purview to include the town's former Water Resource Advisory Committee.

Kayak/canoe launch from riverfront parking lot proposal
Rodney Bartlett requested ConCom comment on a townsperson's proposal for a canoe launch area from the new parking lot, towards which he offered $1,000. After discussion, members recommended that any access be from an area already impacted. The rip-rap area at the confluence was suggested. Lundsted suggested a staked step system. Concurrently, work is being considered at the confluence area across the Nubanusit at Depot Square Park. Boat access there would require portage across Brenner Bridge, but some merit was seen in that location for a launch.

Woodman's TNOZ I project
Member discussed logical role for ConCom in non-wetland/shoreland areas such as floodplain and groundwater protection overlays and stormwater treatment—all relevant to water resources.
	Members agreed that ConCom comment was advised. Carr will draft a letter for ConCom approval.
	Von Mertens suggested that ConCom presence at conceptual planning stage between Planning Board and applicant was also advised. By the time of the Planning Board's public hearing stage, most details have been agreed to informally—some after recommended changes have been made by the applicant—and public comment and ConCom comment has little impact. 

Conservation Easement funding
Von Mertens said that between the ConCom's operating budget and Land Acquisition and Management Fund that covers all ConCom projects, $6,000 a year to contract out easement monitoring is doable. Her intention to meet with Leo Smith/Finance to discuss has not yet been realized.

Cunningham Pond Boat House
Emails seeking to finalize deed restriction language have been exchanged with Monadnock Conservancy and OCD. Progress is slow.
