Wetlands Permitting

The Commission met on a site visit at the Duerig property, 340 Summer Street, to help assess what wetlands permitting process would be appropriate for dredging and removing accumulated silt. The pond, known as "Fly Pond," has silted in to the point that what was approximately two acres of open water has been reduced to a narrow stream channel. 

Mr. Duerig said he has spoken with NHDES Wetlands Bureau and been told the project qualified for Minimum Impact, a permit that requires Conservation Commission signature. Commission members questioned whether the project qualified for Minimum Impact as the square footage disturbed would exceed the Minimum Impact standard.
It was agreed the Conservation Commission would write a letter endorsing the project as maintenance of a manmade pond, and request a waiver from Major Impact status.

Mr. Duerig said he has spoken to the Fire Department and confirmed that the pond qualifies as a fire pond, another consideration that favors its dredging.

Other
