What about going to UNH and posting a business idea and trying to attract. 
Or what about trying to grow grain in town? Dorn Cox is someone who knows about growing grain in New England.  What is small scale for grain? 20 acres.
Experimental grain plot? Burdock root is easy to grow. 
It seems that a lot of discussion today has been around the formula or food to population.
