In response to a query about hunting from a walker at Fremont who encountered a hunter on the trail, OSC members asked the town to post certain popular trails in town with a reminder to wear "blaze orange" during hunting season (dates listed), leash dogs, and stay on trail. Hunting is allowed on town land other than from the rail trail north of town. 

Ed Henault suggested he buy orange vests to leave at various trailheads for walkers to use and return if they forgot to wear orange. All agreed, and signs/vests will be placed at Fremont, Evans Flats, Cranberry Meadow, and the Hiroshi Land trail. Rifle season for deer opens November 11.

Also discussed was the map available at the Fremont trailhead. Joel Huberman had reported that a walker got confused most likely when encountering the abutting Monahon beaver pond and set off on a bushwhack with troubling results. Francie Von Mertens will remove the "future trail" dotted line from the map, and look into removing a trail spur that ends at the Monahon pond.

Two beavers busy at the mid-field culvert 100 yards from the trailhead observed the group as they were observed by the group. Despite dwindling food, there are two active lodges near the culvert, one downstream and one up. The impounded, high water level has potential of eroding the trailbed. Again.
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
