September's minutes were approved.

Trail map update
One of the outcomes of the Master Plan Visioning sessions was a desire to make town open spaces more known and therefore accessible. The Conservation Commission's trail guide update has been held up by the Harris Center's mapping of trails on the recently conserved Hiroshi Hayashi land.
	Discussion of the trail guide resulted in recommendation that Class VI roads be included in the guide. Von Mertens said that the guide, by agreement of ConCom members, would include only trails on public land with adequate parking, but points in favor of Class VI roads, especially Clubby Scott and the Doe Road extension of Four Winds Farm Road were persuasive.
	Von Mertens will convey the recommendation to include certain Class VI roads to the ConCom.

Committee roles
Pete Cross requested information on the Open Space Committee's roles, and discussion ensued, including sharing the statement of mission/charge recently drafted by the OSC to assist recruiting new members.

Invasive plant species
Given the OSC's role in stewardship of town open space, the Committee's assistance in mapping/controlling invasive plants is a logical role. Pete Cross volunteered to map invasive plants along Old Greenfield Road—as part of the ConCom's mapping of Japanese knotweed and garlic mustard. 

Annual open space map
As soon as the Harris Center wraps up purchase of the 18-acre parcel north of the Hiroshi, Fash will update the town's open space map.
